(e. g. Das Fuseki, das Fuseki ...). No attempt had been made to render this pattern into English. 

This song was forst performed at the European Go Congress in Grenoble in 1987. 
As far as is known it is the first go song to be written in a language other than English.
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A first kyu would a shodan be,  
So to the congress off went he.
Fideralala, fideralala, fideralalalala.

This player never missed a chance   
Fuseki knowledge to advance, Fideralala, etc.

With pros some teaching games he played,   
And progress in joseki made, Fideralala, etc.

At tsume go he wasn't bad,
